The Plot of the Bible

i Did you know the Bible itself is a story with a developing plot? Below
is a plot structure showing the progression of the Biblical Narrative.

- Prologue: Genesis 1-2

- Conflict: Genesis 3 (God's reign is challenged and His
presence is removed)

- Development: Old Testament (It is like a great chess match to
the point that the promised line of Messiah is one man sitting
in a cell in Babylon)

- Turning point: Gospels

E - Consequence: Epistles (Church — God's presence is back ;
: with man) -

- Resolution: Revelation 12 and 22 (God's unchallenged reign
and tangible presence are restored)
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Exegetical Questions that Help us Analyze the Plot
1. How does the prologue prepare us for the rest of the narrative?
2. What is the conflict, problem or challenge facing the protagonist?

3. What characters does the narrator introduce & when does he
introduce them?

4. What changes in setting do we see as the plot progresses?
5. What complications arise in the plot?

6. How does the narrator develop the plot? Dialogue? Thoughts?
Narrator comments?

7. When does the climax / turning point occur?

8. What is the turning point or climactic event in the narrative?
9. What dialogue takes place in the narrative

10. How does conflict or goal get resolved and who resolves it?
11. How does the epilogue bring about closure to the narrative?

12. What does the narrative reveal about the challenges we face in life
today? How can we make matters better or worse?

13. How does the narrator evaluate the actions of the characters?

14. What does the narrative reveal about God? What role does God play
in the narrative?
